2009-present – Mentoring/Practicum Supervision

In this capacity I have followed the Behaviour Analyst Certification Board’s requirements to mentor others to complete the independent field work component of the certification process. I have also supervised students fulfilling the practicum requirements to complete Brock University’s Masters of Applied Disability Studies. Both require a minimum of bi-weekly consultations (in person or via Skype) as well as extensive material (video and/or written report) review.

2009-present – Clinical Supervisor of home-based and centre based ABA programs using Verbal Behaviours

In this capacity I am responsible for supervising Senior Therapists. 

I am responsible for making sure that the program is up to date, it meets the goals of the learner, is a balanced program, meets funding requirements (if applicable) and to supervise the implementation of any behaviour reduction plans. In this role, I provide direct supervision to the Senior Therapist on a weekly basis. I also observe the learners at least 1 time per month and provide the Junior Therapists with feedback. 

In this capacity I have also worked as part of a team to create and oversee the implementation of 2 group programs for teenagers. SCOPE an in centre classroom program and Compass, a pilot project for community based teaching. 

2006- Present -  Senior Therapist (Consultant) of  home-based (locally and internationally) and centre-based ABA programs using Verbal Behaviour
I have worked with learners aged 2-20 with ASD. These learners ranged in skill level from beginner to advanced and have been vocal and non-vocal. 

It is my responsibility to asses the skill set of each learner using most commonly, the ABLLS-revised or the VB-MAPP as well as other assessments.  I set goals for each individual through these assessments, analysis of data, observations and in collaboration with parents and other professionals. I have been responsible for creating program curriculum for one on one programs and for dyads, write program progressions and develop data collection systems. The programs I have created have covered a wide range of behaviour, life skill, academic, leisure, language and social goals. I observe sessions or review videos (approximately 2-3 times per month per learner), train Junior Therapists, insure the correct implementation of programs and correct data collection. I lead monthly team meetings, and communicate regularly with the team in person, via email and via the phone. I have been responsible for creating funding packages as well as packages for supervising Psychologists.  I have worked with schools to offer further support in the classroom as well as with the development of IEPs.

2007 -  Coordinator for Social/Recreational Program at Spectrum Intervention Group

With input from the clinical director, staff and parents I created goals for each learner, developed programs based on these goals, supported the junior staff in implementing these goals and assisted in the group.

In collaboration with another instructor, I helped create and run this pilot project. I worked to create and implement programs which targeted various social and recreational goals for vocal and non-vocal learners aged 8-16.

I worked in both home and centre based ABA programs. I worked with learners aged 2-9, vocal and non-vocal, of all skill levels. I worked with parents, Senior Therapists, Clinical Supervisors/Psychologists and other professionals to create programs and goals for the learners and to complete the ABLLS. As Lead Therapist, after bi-weekly team meetings I was responsible for ensuring the implementation of all programs, maintaining program materials and records. I was also responsible for implementing strategies for problem behaviours and ensuring the maintenance and generalization of programs. For 12 weeks, I relocated to Tokyo, Japan to work with a six year old intermediate learner. I was responsible for assessing the skill set of the leaner, completing his ABLLS, implementing and administering the program as sole instructor while collaborating via the phone with the Ottawa consultants. 
2003-2004 -  Educational Assistant in School Setting
I helped integrate a learner into a preschool setting, by using Applied Behavioural Analysis principles to facilitate communication, play skills, social skills and academics. I made modifications to the curriculum to meet the needs of the learner and I worked with the preschool staff and other children to help facilitate the integration of the child.
